Course Description:
Students will develop the skills to think critically and to write clearly and coherently for a variety of tasks. Students will learn and use the steps of the writing process to organize and convey information and provide support for ideas, as well as to analyze and evaluate the effectiveness of written work.  In addition, students will learn and use a variety of skills and strategies to determine meaning of text, and to analyze structures and claims in written work.  Finally, students will cultivate skills for collaborative engagement in group discussions.

Homework:
