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I love teaching 7th graders and will work very hard to make this a fantastic school year for my students.  Likewise, students are expected to work hard, too.

Language Arts assignments are developed to help you develop specific skills.  As seventh graders, you are expected to complete these assignments with care.  Furthermore, you are expected to submit assignments to your teacher on the posted due date.

What if a student does not have an assignment completed on the due date?

After the date due, you may receive 50% credit for an assignment completed with care.  You have up to one week to hand in the assignment.

What if a student does not hand in a completed assignment within one week?

You will receive no credit for that assignment, but you may still turn it in to have the “missing” notation removed from your grade report. 
Does a student have any other way to get full credit for a late assignment?

You will be given three Late Passes for the school year.  With a Late Pass attached to an assignment, a student can receive up to 100% credit.  A Late Pass may be used up to one week after the original due date on any daily work.  A Late Pass may not be used on projects or independent reading.

In some cases, you may be able to make-up late or missing assignments from the previous week by coming in Tuesday after school.
What if a student is absent on the due date?

Daily assignments can be turned in when you return to school.  If you were absent on the day the assignment was given, you will have additional time to complete the assignment and turn it in without losing credit.
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
